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Part 1: Understanding Symbolism
What is Symbolism?
Symbolism is when a writer uses an object, person, or event to represent something else. It often stands for a bigger idea or theme in the story.
Examples of Symbolism:
1. A dove often symbolizes peace.
2. A heart symbolizes love.
3. Light can symbolize hope.

Part 2: Understanding Monologue
What is a Monologue?
A monologue is when one person speaks for a long time, expressing their thoughts or feelings. It can be in a play, movie, or story. The character is often talking to themselves or to the audience.

Example of a Monologue:
In the story The Little Match Girl, if the little girl spoke to herself, she might say:
“Why is it so cold? I wish someone would buy my matches. My hands are frozen, and I can’t feel my toes anymore. I’m so hungry, but no one cares. Oh, how I wish I could be warm and safe like everyone else...”

what is a point of view?

A point of view is the perspective from which a story is told. It determines who is narrating the story and what information the reader receives.
Three Main Types of POV:
1. First person: The narrator is a character in the story and uses "I" or "we."

2.  Third person limited: The narrator is outside the story but focuses on the thoughts and feelings of one character.

3. Third person omniscient: The narrator is outside the story and knows the thoughts and feelings of all the characters.
