Oral Presentation: A Person Who Inspires Me
[bookmark: _GoBack]Introduction (1 -2 minutes)
· Greet your audience.
· Introduce the person you will talk about.
· Briefly explain why they inspire you.
Main Body (2-4 minutes)
1. Who is this person?
Their name, background, and profession (if applicable).
How you know about them (family, teacher, historical figure, celebrity, etc.).
2. Why do they inspire you?

Specific qualities (kindness, determination, intelligence, leadership, etc.).
A story or example of something they did that inspired you.

3. How have they influenced you?
Lessons you have learned from them.
How they have changed your way of thinking or your goals.
Example:
"One reason I admire [Name] is their determination. For example, even when they faced difficulties, they never gave up. This has taught me to stay strong and work hard to achieve my goals."
Conclusion (1 minute)
· Summarize why this person is inspiring.
· End with a strong closing statement.
Example:
"In conclusion, [Name] inspires me because of their [qualities]. Their story reminds me that hard work and kindness can make a difference. I hope to follow their example in my own life. Thank you for listening!"

Tips for a Great Presentation:
✅ Speak clearly and confidently.
✅ Use eye contact and gestures.
✅ Avoid reading directly from notes.
✅ Keep it within 5 to 7 minutes.
