Review Sheet: Heroic Dogs

Step 1: Research
· Find a true story about a dog who performed a heroic act.
· Write down:
1. The dog’s name
2. What happened (the heroic act)
3. Who the dog helped (owner, family, strangers, community, etc.)
4. The result of the dog’s actions
Examples to inspire research:
· Balto – led a sled team in Alaska to deliver medicine and saved a town from a diphtheria outbreak.
· Frida – a Mexican rescue dog who saved lives after earthquakes.
· Kabosu (Shiba Inu, also famous from memes, but a loyal companion).
· Sgt. Stubby – a WWI dog who warned soldiers of gas attacks.

Step 2: Prepare for Discussion
· Summarize your story in 4–5 sentences.
· Highlight the most important part (what made the dog a hero).
Sentence starters:
· The dog I researched is named…
· This dog helped by…
· Because of this, the dog is remembered as a hero.

Step 3: Partner Discussion (Compare)
When talking with your partner, focus on similarities and differences.
Guiding Questions:
1. How are the two dogs similar? (e.g., loyalty, bravery, sacrifice)
2. How are they different? (e.g., one saved lives, one showed loyalty after death, one worked in disasters, one was a family pet, etc.)
3. What qualities do both dogs show that make them heroic?
4. Which dog’s story do you find more inspiring, and why?
Sentence starters for discussion:
· Both dogs are similar because…
· One difference between the dogs is…
· I think ___ is more heroic because…
· _______ shows loyalty, while my dog shows bravery in…

Step 4: Reflection / Review
After the discussion, students should answer in their notebooks:
1. What did you learn from your partner’s story?
2. Which qualities do you admire most in heroic dogs?
3. How can we show similar qualities (loyalty, bravery, service) in our own lives?
