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6th Grade Book Report Format
Introduction (2–3 sentences)
In your introduction, tell your reader the basic information about your book.
Include:
· The title (underline it) and author of the book.
· Why you chose this book or how it connects to something we are studying.
· What kind of book it is:

Fiction (made-up story): Fantasy, Realistic Fiction, Historical Fiction, Mystery, Science Fiction, or Traditional Literature (fairy tale, folktale, myth, fable).
Non-Fiction (true story): Biography, Autobiography, Informational, or Narrative Nonfiction.

Body (2 paragraphs)
Paragraph 1 – Summary of the Story
Write about the main parts of the story:
· Setting: Where and when does the story take place?
· Characters: Who are the main characters? What are they like? Who helps or causes problems for them?
· Plot: What is the story mainly about? What is the main problem (conflict)? How is it solved?
· Theme: What lesson or message does the story teach (e.g., friendship, honesty, courage, kindness)? Give an example from the story that shows this theme.
Paragraph 2 – Your Opinion
Share what you think about the book. Choose 2–3 of these questions to answer:
· Did you like the story? Why or why not?
· What was your favorite part?
· How did the story make you feel?
· What did you learn from it?
· Would you recommend it to a friend?
· Would you read another book by the same author?
Be sure to give reasons and examples from the book to support your answers.

Conclusion (2 sentences)
End your report by giving your final opinion about the book.
Say what you liked most and what you think others can learn or enjoy from reading it.
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
