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 MULTIPLE-MEANING WORDS

Multiple-meaning words are words that have more than one definition. The noun company, for example, can mean “a business” or “a group of visitors.” You can use the context of a sentence or paragraph to determine how a word is used and which meaning applies. Consider the following example, which contains the underlined multiple-meaning word strike: 
Example: While out bowling with his family, Brandon got a strike.

In the example above, the word bowling is a context clue. It lets readers know that in the context of the sentence, the word strike is related to the game of bowling and means, “to knock all of the bowling pins down with the first ball of a frame.”
