5th GRADE (English Project ): 
Project Title: Wild vs. Safe: How Humans Should Treat Animals
Project Overview:
The student will explore the ideas from the two articles, Let Wild Animals Be Wild and Don’t Release Animals Back to the Wild, by creating a multi-part project that combines writing, art, and critical thinking. The goal is to understand the different perspectives on how humans interact with wild animals and to express their own opinion supported by evidence.
Part 1: Argumentative Introduction
The student will write an introduction paragraph that presents an argument about how humans should treat wild animals. They should clearly state their opinion and include at least one reason from each article to support their viewpoint. Encourage them to use persuasive language such as “I believe,” “It is important because,” and “Evidence shows that.”
Part 2: Comparative Poster
The student will create a poster divided into two sections, one for each article. On the Let Wild Animals Be Wild side, they should illustrate animals in their natural habitat and include key reasons why humans should avoid interfering with wild animals. On the Don’t Release Animals Back to the Wild side, they should illustrate animals that have been rescued or rehabilitated, showing why releasing them might be dangerous. Each side should include at least three key facts or ideas from the articles, written clearly on the poster. The student can use drawings, magazine cutouts, or colored pictures to make the poster engaging.
Part 3: Creative Story or Comic
The student will write a short story or comic featuring one animal as 


the main character. The story should show the animal’s life in the wild, any human interactions, and the outcomes based on the two 
perspectives from the articles. At the end, the story should clearly show a lesson or a moral that connects to their argumentative introduction. For example, the animal might experience danger from humans or struggle when released back into the wild, highlighting why humans need to make careful choices.
Part 4: Reflection Paragraph
Finally, the student will write a short reflection explaining what they learned from both articles and how their opinion might have changed after comparing the two perspectives. They should restate their argument in a new way and include one example from their story or poster that supports their opinion.
Creativity Tips
The project should be colorful and engaging. Students can add speech bubbles to their comic, fun facts about animals, or decorative borders around the poster. Encourage them to make the work visually appealing while keeping their written sections clear and persuasive.
