Project Title: Exploring North Africa and the Levant: A Journey Through Land and Culture
Project Description:
Students will become “explorers” and create a travel journal about two regions: North Africa and the Levant. They will research the geography, culture, landmarks, and daily life of each region and present their findings in a creative format, such as a booklet, poster, or digital slideshow.
Project Instructions:
1. Introduction: Write an argumentative introduction explaining why exploring these regions is important and interesting. Mention what makes each region unique.
2. Exploration Sections: Divide your project into two parts:
North Africa: Describe the deserts, rivers, mountains, and major countries. Include cultural highlights like food, music, clothing, and traditions.
The Levant: Describe the geography (coastlines, mountains, rivers) and the countries that make up the Levant. Include cultural highlights, historical sites, and traditions.
3. Visuals: Include maps, drawings, or photos to help your reader “see” each region.
4. Fun Facts: Add 3-5 interesting facts for each region that you think would surprise other students.
5. Conclusion: Summarize what you learned and explain which region you would like to explore in real life and why.
Presentation:
The project can be a handmade booklet, a poster, or a digital slideshow.
Be creative with colors, designs, and illustrations to make your project engaging.
