1. Definition of Geography
· Study of places, the relationships between people and their environments.
· Focuses on physical landscapes, human activities, and the interaction between them.
2. Key Concepts
· Location: Where something is located (absolute vs. relative).

Topographic Maps
1. Definition
· A detailed and precise map representing terrain relief (elevation and landforms).
2. Key Features of Topographic Maps
· Contour Lines: Lines that connect points of equal elevation. Close lines indicate steep terrain, while wider spacing indicates gentler slopes.
· Scale: Indicates the ratio of a distance on the map to the actual distance on the ground.
· Symbols: Represent various physical and cultural features (roads, rivers, buildings).
· Elevation: Often indicated by contour lines, spot elevations, or color gradients.
3. Reading Topographic Maps
· Identify contour lines to determine elevation changes.
· Use the scale to measure distances.
· Recognize symbols for roads, water bodies, and other landmarks.
Our Planet Earth
1. Earth's Structure
· Layers: Crust, mantle, outer core, inner core.
· Continental and Oceanic Plates: Differences in thickness and composition.
2. Major Landforms
· Mountains, valleys, plains, plateaus, hills, and deserts.
