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Nonfiction Narrative Worksheet
Grade 7 

What is a Nonfiction Narrative?
A nonfiction narrative tells a true story about real people, events, and experiences. Unlike a fiction story, nonfiction narratives are based on facts, but they use storytelling techniques, like characters, dialogue, and detailed descriptions, to make the story engaging.

Parts of a Nonfiction Narrative
1. Introduction
· Sets up the setting (where and when the story takes place).
· Introduces the people (characters) involved in the story.
2. Body
· Describes the events in the order they happened.
· Shows the characters’ actions, thoughts, and feelings.
3. Conclusion
· Reflects on the events and what was learned from the experience.

Example of a Nonfiction Narrative
Here’s an excerpt from a nonfiction narrative:
"It was a bright summer day when we first moved to the big city. I had never seen so many tall buildings. My parents were excited, but I felt nervous about leaving my old friends behind. As we unpacked, I looked out the window and wondered what life would be like in this new place."
