Independent and Dependent Clauses
A clause is a group of words that has a subject and a verb.
• Independent clauses can stand alone as sentences.
• Dependent clauses have a subject and a verb, but they cannot stand alone.
They often begin with words such as after, if, since, until, when, although,
while, or because.
• A sentence with an independent clause and a dependent clause is a complex
sentence. If the dependent clause comes first, use a comma after it.
The nurse cleaned the cut on my knee after I fell off my bike.
After I fell off my bike, the nurse cleaned the cut on my knee.
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
