Please follow the directions below in order to write your interview into a newspaper article
			              
1. Organize the Information: After the interview, students should organize their notes into    
     sections:
· Introduction: Who is the new student, where they’re from, and what grade they’re in.
· Likes: What the student likes about the school, with specific examples.
· Dislikes or Challenges: Any struggles or dislikes the student mentions, shared in a respectful way.
· Comparison: Highlights of differences between the new and old schools.
· Conclusion: A positive wrap-up, such as the student’s goals or things they look forward to.
· Any other information the interviewee discussed or mentioned.
2.  Drafting: Students will then turn their notes into a draft. Remind them to use paragraphs for    
[bookmark: _GoBack]     each section to keep their article organized and easy to read.

3.  Revising: After writing the first draft, students should read through and improve their article. 
     They can check for spelling and grammar, make sure it flows well, and ensure that all the key 
     sections are included.
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
