Please follow the directions below in order to write your biography
			             
1. Start with Basic Information: Begin by introducing the person. This includes their full    
     name, date of birth (if applicable), where they’re from, and any important background 
     details like family, early life, or hobbies.

2. Highlight Key Life Events: Mention major events or experiences in the person’s 
    life. For example:
   - If they are a historical figure, include important achievements, struggles, and 
      turning points.
   - If it’s a classmate or a peer, include things like their interests, favourite 
      subjects, and activities they enjoy.

3. Describe Their Achievements: Talk about what the person is known for or  
      what they’re good at. This could be accomplishments in sports, academics,    
      art, or community activities. For historical figures, focus on contributions or 
      inventions they are known for.

4.  Include Personal Traits and Interests: Help readers understand the 
      personality of the person by including details like their favourite hobbies,  
      personality traits, or special skills. For instance, “She is curious and loves 
      exploring new things, especially science projects.”

5.  Summarize Their Impact or Goals: If it’s a historical or well-known figure, 
      discuss how they have impacted others or made a difference. For students,  
      you might include what they hope to achieve in the future or how they want  
      to contribute to the community or school.

6.  Conclusion: Wrap up with a fun or inspiring fact about the person, or share a 
       quote they live by (if you have one). This helps give readers a memorable 
       ending and leaves them with a positive impression.



Additional Tips
- Use Clear and Simple Language: Write in a way that is easy to understand.
-  Be Respectful and Positive: Especially if the biography is about a classmate, 
   focus on positive qualities.
- Organize the Biography: Start with early life, go through their main  
   achievements or characteristics, and finish with a positive conclusion.

1. For books: author, title, place of publication, publisher, and publication year.
2. For articles: author, title of article, title of journal, volume, issue, date, page numbers, and doi or permalink.
3. For web page resources: author, title of page, Web address or URL, and date of access.
