Project Title: "Journeys Across Borders: The Story of Migration"
Objective:
Students will research and present a comprehensive story about migration or immigration, either from the perspective of an individual or a community. They will explore historical and contemporary examples, including the reasons people migrate, the challenges they face, and the effects of migration on both the immigrants and the societies they move to.

Project Guidelines:
1. Research Phase (2 weeks):
· Choose a Topic: Students can choose one of the following topics:

· Look into the journey itself (challenges faced, such as traveling long distances, border crossings, and the emotional toll).
· Examine the impact of migration on both the migrant group and the host country (cultural contributions, economic impacts, political debates).
· Sources: Use a combination of books, articles, documentaries, interviews, and credible online resources. Be sure to document all sources for reference.
2. Creative Component (1 week):
· Presentation Format Options:
· Multimedia Presentation (Google Slides, PowerPoint, or Prezi): Include images, maps, timelines, and short videos or interviews (if possible).
· Poster: A visually appealing poster that tells the story of migration through images, maps, and key facts.
· Journal/Diary: Write a series of diary entries or letters from the perspective of an immigrant or refugee. Each entry should capture different moments of the journey and experience of settling in a new country.
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
