· Strong Winds: These winds create a large cloud of dust and sand, making the haboob.
· Hot, Dry Climate: Haboobs are most common in desert regions, such as parts of the Middle East and the U.S. Southwest.

* Desalination: What is it?

· Recycling to reduce waste and protect the environment.

Global Threats:
· What are global threats?: Global threats are problems that affect the whole planet. Some of the biggest threats today include:
· Climate Change: Rising temperatures that can cause stronger storms, flooding, and melting ice caps.
