1. What do migration, migrants, emigration, and immigration mean?

· Stage 2: High birth rates, but death rates begin to fall (e.g., developing countries)
· Stage 3: Birth rates fall and death rates continue to decline (e.g., newly industrialized countries)
· Stage 4: Low birth and death rates (e.g., developed countries)
