Irregular verbs : 
What is an Irregular Verb?
An irregular verb is a verb that does not follow the usual pattern of adding "-ed" to make the past tense. Most verbs are regular, like "play" becoming "played", but some verbs change in special ways in the past tense.

Examples of Irregular Verbs:
Go → Went (I go to school every day. / Yesterday, I went to school.)
Eat → Ate (I eat lunch at noon. / I ate lunch at noon yesterday.)
See → Saw (I see the movie on weekends. / I saw the movie last weekend.)
Come → Came (They come to visit every year. / They came to visit last year.)
Take → Took (I take my books to school. / I took my books to school yesterday.)
How to Remember Irregular Verbs:
Some irregular verbs change a lot, while others only change a little. There’s no easy rule, so you need to memorize them. A good way to learn them is by practicing with flashcards or making sentences using the past tense.

Why are they called "Irregular"?
They’re called "irregular" because they don’t follow the regular rule of adding “-ed” to the verb. Instead, they change in different ways, and you just need to remember their forms.
