· A verb is an action word.
· Verbs tell us what someone or something is doing.
· Examples:
· Run
· Jump
· Eat

· To make the past tense, we usually add -ed to the base verb.
· Examples:
· Talk → Talked
· Walk → Walked
· Jump → Jumped

· Title: How to Make a Regular Verb Past Tense
· Text:
· Most regular verbs: Add -ed.
· Examples:
· Cook → Cooked
· Play → Played
· If the verb ends in "e": Just add -d.
· Love → Loved
· Dance → Danced

· Title: Spelling Changes with Regular Verbs
· Text:
· Sometimes we need to change the spelling before adding -ed.
· If the verb ends in a consonant + "y", change "y" to "i" and add -ed.
· Cry → Cried
· Carry → Carried
· If the verb ends in a single vowel + consonant, double the final consonant before adding -ed.
· Stop → Stopped
· Plan → Planned
