Explanation of Irregular Verbs:
In English, verbs change their form when we talk about things happening in the past, present, or future. Most verbs follow a simple rule: add -ed to the base form (e.g., walk → walked). These are called regular verbs.
However, some verbs do not follow this rule. These are called irregular verbs. Irregular verbs have three principal parts:
1. Base form (Present tense)
2. Past tense (The form used to show that something happened in the past)
3. Past participle (This form is used with the helping verb "have" to show action that happened before another action)
For example:
· Go (Base form)
· Went (Past tense)
· Gone (Past participle)
