Principle Parts of Regular Verbs:
In English, regular verbs have three main forms, called the principle parts. These parts are used to talk about actions in different times:
1. Base Form: This is the simplest form of the verb. It shows the action as it is. For example: talk, jump, play.
2. Past Tense: This shows the action already happened. For regular verbs, you make the past tense by adding -ed to the base form. For example: talked, jumped, played.
3. Past Participle: This shows an action that has been completed. It is also formed by adding -ed to the base form. It is often used with helping verbs like "has," "have," or "had." For example: talked, jumped, played.
Example:
· Base Form: walk
· Past Tense: walked
· Past Participle: walked
Regular verbs follow a simple pattern: add -ed to make the past tense and past participle.
