Regular verbs are verbs that follow a simple rule when changing from the present to the past tense. The rule is: Add -ed to the base form of the verb.

Examples of Regular Verbs:
Walk → Walked
Play → Played
Jump → Jumped
Talk → Talked
Cook → Cooked
How to Form the Past Tense of Regular Verbs
For verbs that end in a consonant + y, change the "y" to "i" and add -ed.

Cry → Cried
Fly → Flew
For verbs that end in a vowel + y, just add -ed.

Enjoy → Enjoyed
Stay → Stayed




Irregular Verbs : 
Irregular verbs do not follow the rule of adding -ed. They change in different ways, and you just have to remember their past forms.

Examples of Irregular Verbs:
Go → Went
Eat → Ate
See → Saw
Buy → Bought
Run → Ran
How to Form the Past Tense of Irregular Verbs
There is no simple rule for irregular verbs. You must memorize the past tense of each verb. Here are some common irregular verbs:

Adverbs : 
Adverbs are words that describe or give more information about a verb, an adjective, or another adverb. They tell us how, when, where, or to what extent something is happening.

For example:

How: She sings beautifully. (The adverb "beautifully" tells us how she sings.)
When: He will come tomorrow. (The adverb "tomorrow" tells us when he will come.)
Where: They are playing outside. (The adverb "outside" tells us where they are playing.)
To what extent: She is very happy. (The adverb "very" tells us how much happy she is.)
Most adverbs end in -ly, but not all of them do! Some adverbs don’t have that ending, like “soon,” “well,” or “never.”

1-Enthusiasm

Meaning: A strong excitement or passion for something.
Example: Amalia’s enthusiasm for learning shines through in her relationship with her family and friends. 

2-Shattered

Meaning: To break into pieces or to be deeply emotionally affected by something, especially in a negative way.
Example: Amalia felt shattered after the argument with her best friend. 

3-Reassuring

Meaning: Providing comfort or confidence in a situation, easing someone’s fears or doubts.
Example: Her mother’s reassuring words helped her feel better after the difficult day. 



4-Encompass

Meaning: To include or surround something completely.
Example: The story encompasses themes of love, loss, and personal growth. 

5-Inseparable
Meaning: Two or more people who are so closely connected that they cannot be separated.
Example: Amalia and her best friend were inseparable, spending all their time together.   

1. Setting:
The story is set in a Latino/a community, probably in a home or neighborhood where family traditions and relationships play an important role.
2. Characters:
Amalia: The main character. She is learning about love, family, and herself.

Martha: A character who may help or guide Amalia. She could be a friend or family member who offers advice or has a different point of view.

Abuelita (Grandmother): The older family member who represents tradition and family values. She teaches Amalia important life lessons.

3. Plot:
Beginning: Amalia’s life and her relationships with Martha and Abuelita are introduced.

Middle: Amalia faces a problem or conflict related to love, family, or tradition.

End: Amalia learns something important about herself, love, and her family. She might change or find a way to solve her conflict.

4. Key Themes:
Love: The story explores love between family members and possibly romantic love.

Family & Tradition: The story shows how family and traditions can influence decisions and relationships.
