Nouns: A noun is a person, place, thing, or idea.
Example: cat, school, happiness.
Verbs: A verb shows action or being.
Example: run, jump, is.
Adjectives: An adjective describes a noun (person, place, thing, or idea).
Example: happy, blue, big.
Adverbs: An adverb describes a verb, an adjective, or another adverb. It tells how, when, where, or to what extent something happens.
· Example:
· She ran quickly. (How did she run?)
· We will leave soon. (When will we leave?)
· The dog barked loudly. (To what extent did the dog bark?)
