💬 What Are Coordinating Conjunctions?
Coordinating conjunctions are words that connect two equal parts of a sentence—like two words, two phrases, or two full sentences.

Think of them like glue that holds parts of a sentence together!

🧠 The 7 Coordinating Conjunctions
An easy way to remember them is with the word FANBOYS:

F – for

A – and

N – nor

B – but

O – or

Y – yet

S – so

📚 Examples
For – I brought my umbrella, for it looked like rain.

And – I like pizza and ice cream.

Nor – I don’t like broccoli, nor do I like spinach.

But – She is small, but she is strong.

Or – Do you want juice or water?

🌟 What Are Coordinating Conjunctions?
Coordinating conjunctions are special words that join two things that are equal—like:

two words (cats and dogs)

two phrases (running in the park or riding a bike)

two full sentences (I was hungry, so I ate a sandwich.)

🧠 Remember FANBOYS!
There are 7 coordinating conjunctions, and you can remember them with the word FANBOYS:


Letter	Word	Example
F	for  	I wore a jacket, for it was cold.
A	and	I like apples and bananas.
N	nor	He doesn’t like math, nor does he like reading.
B	but	She is tired, but she wants to play.
O	or	Do you want cookies or cake?
Y	yet	 It was late, yet he kept working.
S	so	 I was bored, so I read a book.
