*What Are Coordinating Conjunctions?
Coordinating conjunctions are special words that connect words, phrases, or sentences that are equal or similar. Think of them like bridges that help link ideas together!
There are only seven of these little words, and you can remember them with the word FANBOYS:
· F – For
· A – And
· N – Nor
· B – But
· O – Or
· Y – Yet
· S – So

Here’s What Each One Does:
· For – gives a reason:
I brought an umbrella, for it looked like rain.
· And – adds something:
I like pizza and ice cream.
· Nor – means "not this either":
I don’t like broccoli, nor do I like spinach.
· But – shows a difference:
I wanted to go outside, but it started raining.
· Or – gives a choice:
Do you want apples or oranges? 



· Yet – shows something surprising:
It was cold, yet he wore shorts!
· So – shows a result:
I was tired, so I went to bed early.
