🌟 What is a Subordinating Conjunction?
A subordinating conjunction is a word that connects a dependent clause (a part of a sentence that can't stand alone) to an independent clause (a complete sentence).

👉 Think of it like a bridge that connects two parts of a sentence!

🧠 Example Time!

“I stayed inside because it was raining.”

“I stayed inside” = This is a complete sentence (independent clause).

“because it was raining” = This is not a complete sentence by itself (dependent clause).

The word “because” is the subordinating conjunction. It connects the reason why you stayed inside.

🎉 Remember:
A subordinating conjunction makes one part of the sentence depend on the other. It answers questions like when, why, how, or under what condition.
