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Project Title: "Build Your Own Mini-Economy: The Econopoly Challenge!"
For 9th grade students .

Project Overview:
Students will work in small groups to create a fictional mini-country or community, complete with a name, flag, population, resources, economy, and currency. Each team will simulate how their economy functions by applying real economic concepts and personal finance strategies. They'll "live" in their economy for a few class sessions, trade with other teams, make financial decisions, and present their experience in a creative final showcase.

Project Components:
1. Create Your Country (Economic Basics – 10 marks)
· Design a flag, map, and population chart.
· Decide on your country's resources (natural and human).
· Choose the type of economy (market, command, mixed, traditional) and explain why.
· Identify the 3 basic economic questions your country answers: What to produce? How to produce? For whom to produce?
2. The Economic Process (5 marks)
· Illustrate the production process in your country: from raw materials to finished product.
· Create a diagram showing how goods and services flow between producers and consumers. 



· Show how choices are made due to scarcity.
3. Economic Concepts in Action (10 marks)
· Demonstrate the use of:
· Opportunity cost
· Supply & demand
· Specialization and trade
· Productivity and efficiency
· Show how these concepts affect your economy through real or simulated transactions.
4. Personal Finance Simulation (10 marks)
· Each member takes on a personal role (farmer, shopkeeper, teacher, banker, etc.).
· Create a monthly budget based on income and expenses.
· Include savings goals, taxes, and at least one unexpected financial event.
· Demonstrate understanding of saving, spending, and credit.
5. Creative Presentation (5 marks)
· Present your mini-economy in a fun and engaging way:
· Skit, video, board game, digital poster, mock debate, or news report.
· Include visuals and real data from your simulation.
· Present as a team; all members must participate.
