📚 Project Overview:
For 8thgrade students .

Students will research one of the following leaders:
· Mahatma Gandhi
· Thurgood Marshall
· Rosa Parks
· César Chávez
They will write a creative biography report highlighting:
· Who the leader was
· What major issue(s) they fought for
· Their achievements and how they helped the community
· Their lasting legacy
Then, students will create a “Time Capsule Poster” or Journal Entry from the perspective of that leader, imagining what they would say to future generations.

📝 Project Parts:
1. Biography Report (Written – 2 pages)
· Background: Who was this person? When and where did they live?
· Role in Community: What problems did they see, and how did they respond?
· Achievements: What are 2–3 key accomplishments?
· Impact: How did they change the world or their community?
· Fun Fact: One surprising or little-known fact about them


2. Creative Extension – Choose One:
· A “Time Capsule Poster” showing items that represent their life, work, and values (with short explanations)
· A “Dear Future Generations” journal entry, as if the leader is writing a message to young people today about justice, courage, and change
3. Mini Presentation (2–3 mins)
· Share one interesting thing they learned and show part of their creative piece
