Project Title: "Threats to Our Planet and How We Can Solve Them"
Objective: To research major global threats that impact our environment, societies, or the economy, and to propose solutions that could help reduce or solve these issues.

Project Guidelines:
Step 1: Choose a Global Threat Students will research and choose one global threat to focus on. Possible topics include:
1. Climate Change
2. Deforestation
3. Pollution (Air, Water, or Plastic)
Step 2: Research
· Gather information from reliable sources (books, websites, documentaries).
· Answer the following questions about the chosen threat:
· What is the threat, and how does it affect the world or specific regions?
· Who or what is impacted by this threat (e.g., people, animals, ecosystems)?
· What are the main causes of this threat?
· Why is this a global issue (why does it matter to people in different countries)?
Step 3: Identify Global Solutions
· Research and explore solutions that have been proposed or put into action to address this threat.
· What are governments, organizations, and communities doing to solve this issue?
· What can individuals or families do to help?
· Are there any new or innovative ideas that could make a big difference?
Step 4: Create a Presentation
· Students will create a visual presentation (poster, digital slideshow, or video) to explain:  


· The threat they chose.
· The solutions that are being tried or could work.
· How everyone can get involved to help solve the problem.
· The presentation should include:
· Key facts and figures (e.g., statistics, images).
· A clear explanation of how the threat works and its impact.
· A call to action (e.g., "Here’s what YOU can do to help!").
Step 5: Class Discussion/Sharing
· Each student will present their findings to the class.
· After all presentations, have a group discussion where students can share their thoughts on the most pressing global threats and what ideas they think are the most effective in solving them.
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
