1. Conjunctions
· Conjunctions: Words that connect words, phrases, or clauses.
Types:
· Coordinating Conjunctions (FANBOYS):
For, And, Nor, But, Or, Yet, So
Example: I wanted to go, but it rained.
· Subordinating Conjunctions:
Although, Because, Since, Unless, While, etc.
Example: I stayed home because it was raining.

2. Interjections
· Interjections: Words that show emotion or reaction.
· They are often followed by an exclamation mark (!) or a comma.
Examples:
Wow!, Oh!, Oops!, Yay!, Hey!
3. Transitive and Intransitive Verbs
· Transitive Verbs: Need a direct object to complete the meaning.
Example: She kicked the ball. ("ball" is the direct object)
· Intransitive Verbs: Do not need a direct object.
Example: He sleeps peacefully.
Tips:
· Ask "What?" or "Whom?" after the verb. If you get an answer, it's transitive.

4. Action and Linking Verbs
· Action Verbs: Show an action (physical or mental).
Example: He runs fast. (runs = action)
· Linking Verbs: Connect the subject to more information; they do not show action.
Example: She is happy. (is = linking)
Common Linking Verbs:
· Forms of be (am, is, are, was, were)
· Become, seem, appear, feel, grow, look, sound, taste
5. Pronoun-Antecedent Agreement
· A pronoun must agree with its antecedent (the noun it replaces) in number (singular/plural) and gender (masculine/feminine/neuter).
Examples:
· Sarah lost her book. (Sarah = singular → her = singular)
· The students finished their homework. (students = plural → their = plural)
Important Rules:
· If the antecedent is singular, use a singular pronoun:
The dog wagged its tail.

· If the antecedent is plural, use a plural pronoun:
The teachers shared their ideas.

· If the antecedent is compound (joined by "and"), use a plural pronoun:
Emma and Jack finished their project.

· If the antecedent is singular and joined by "or/nor", the pronoun matches the closer noun:
Neither the teacher nor the students brought their books. (students = plural)

6. Prepositions and Prepositional Phrases
· A preposition shows a relationship between a noun or pronoun and another word in the sentence.
(It often tells us about location, time, or direction.)
Common Prepositions:
· in, on, at, by, under, over, through, near, between, with, about, after, before, during
Examples:
· The book is on the table.
· We walked through the park.

Prepositional Phrases
· A prepositional phrase includes a preposition, its object, and any modifiers.
Structure: Preposition + Object (noun or pronoun)
Examples:
· The cat slept under the warm blanket.
· She arrived after the party.
Note: Prepositional phrases can act as adjectives (describing a noun) or adverbs (describing a verb).
Examples:
· Adjective phrase: The book on the shelf is mine. (describes "book")
· Adverb phrase: He ran across the field. (describes "ran")
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Steps to Writing a Good Essay:
1. Introduction:
Start with a hook.
Introduce the topic.
End with a clear thesis statement.
2. Body Paragraphs (usually 2–3):
Each paragraph has a topic sentence.
Support it with examples, facts, and explanations.
3. Conclusion:
Restate the thesis in different words.
Summarize main points.
End with a closing thought or call to action.
Essay Tips:
Stay organized.
Use transition words (First, However, Therefore, etc.).
Stick to the topic.
Check spelling and grammar.
