   What Are Interjections?

An interjection is a word or short phrase that shows strong emotion or sudden feeling. Interjections are usually followed by an exclamation mark (!) or a comma (,), depending on how strong the feeling is.

Examples of interjections:

Wow! That was amazing!

Oh, I forgot my homework.

Ouch! That hurt!

Hey, come back here!

Interjections can express happiness, surprise, anger, pain, excitement, or other emotions. They usually stand alone or at the beginning of a sentence.
