A comma is a punctuation mark used to indicate a pause between parts of a sentence. Commas are very versatile and have a variety of functions. Here are a few of them:
a. Compound Sentences 
Example: They want to see that movie, but I’ve already seen it.
b. Words in a List
Example: I bought apples, pears, carrots, and broccoli at the farmer’s market.
c. Introductory Words
Example: Fortunately, no one was hurt in the accident.
d. Coordinate Adjectives
Example: Yesterday was a bright, sunny day.

 OLD ENGLISH SUFFIX: -LY
Most often, the Old English suffix -ly means “having qualities of; like.” When added to adjectives, it creates an adverb. For example, the adjective gracious becomes the adverb graciously, which means “the quality of being gracious.” Less often, the suffix -ly can mean “happening once every period of time” as in the words hourly and daily.
