1. Tawheed (The Oneness of Allah)
p. 1 – p.7 
Key Points:
· Tawheed means Allah is One, Supreme, and has no partner.
· He is the only Creator, Provider, and Sustainer.
· Shirk (associating partners with Allah) is the greatest sin.
· A prophet cannot be god. Miracles happen only by Allah’s command.
· Tawheed is the key to Paradise, and its “teeth” are shahadah, salah, zakah, sawm, and hajj.
Questions:
1. What does Tawheed mean?
2. Why is shirk the worst sin?
3. Why can we not worship rivers, statues, or graves?
4. Who is the Giver of life and the only Creator?

2. Ar-Risaalah (The Message of Prophethood)
p. 8 – p.13
Key Points:
· Ar-Risaalah means “the message.”
· Allah sent prophets to guide people and reveal His will.
· Wahy = revelation from Allah to the prophets.
· 25 prophets are mentioned in the Qur’an by name.
· The main books revealed: Tawrah, Zaboor, Injeel, and Qur’an.
· Prophet Muhammad ﷺ is the last messenger and the Seal of the Prophets.
Questions:
1. What does Ar-Risaalah mean?
2. Who was the first prophet and who was the last?
3. Name four books Allah revealed.
4. How many prophets are mentioned by name in the Qur’an?
5. Who are the four prominent prophets before Prophet Muhammad ﷺ?

3. Al-Akhira (Life after Death)
Life, Death, and the Hereafter
p. 14- p. 18
Key Points:
· Allah created life and death to test us.
· Life is divided into: this world, barzakh (life in the grave), and the eternal afterlife.
· Everyone will face judgement and be rewarded or punished.
· Five questions will be asked on the Day of Judgement: life, youth, wealth (earned and spent), and knowledge.
· Paradise is the reward for the righteous; Hellfire is the punishment for the disobedient.
Questions:
1. Why has Allah created life and death?
2. What are the three parts of human life?
3. What happens on the Day of Judgement?
4. What are the five questions asked on the Day of Judgement?
5. Why is the afterlife more important than this worldly life?

5. Surat Al- Qadr  
Laylat al-Qadr (The Night of Decree)
p. 23 – p. 26
Key Points:
· The Qur’an was revealed in Laylat al-Qadr.
· It occurs in the last 10 nights of Ramadan (odd nights).
· It is better than 1000 months.
· Angels descend with blessings and mercy.
· Whoever prays with faith on this night will be forgiven.
Questions:
1. In which month does Laylat al-Qadr occur?
2. Why is Laylat al-Qadr better than 1000 months?
3. What did the Prophet ﷺ and companions do during the last ten nights of Ramadan?
4. What does the word “Ruh” in Surah al-Qadr mean?
5. Why is this night full of peace until dawn?

6. Prophet Muhammad (5) 
Omar ibn al-Khattab (RA) and His Acceptance of Islam
p. 76-80
Key Points:
· Prophet ﷺ prayed for either Abu Jahl or Omar to accept Islam.
· Omar (RA) was strong and courageous; his conversion gave power to Muslims.
· He was called Al-Farooq (one who distinguishes between truth and falsehood).
· Before Islam, he opposed Muslims, but after conversion, he became one of the greatest companions.
Questions:
1. Who did the Prophet ﷺ pray for to strengthen Islam?
2. What title was Omar (RA) given after accepting Islam?
3. How did Omar’s conversion change the situation of Muslims?
4. What was Omar’s attitude before becoming Muslim?
5. Why is Omar’s acceptance of Islam considered a turning point in Islamic history?

Tips for Revision:
· Memorize key definitions (Tawheed, Shirk, Ar-Risaalah, Wahy, Laylat al-Qadr).
· Learn at least 5 prophets’ names.
· Revise the five questions of the Day of Judgement.
