Chapter 1: (Allah's Greatness and Power)
Key Points
· Allah is the Ever-Living, the Sustainer of all that exists.
· Nothing resembles Him; He is beyond sleep or slumber.
· He created the heavens, the earth, the sun, the moon, the stars, day and night.
· The creation itself is proof of Allah’s power and greatness.
· Signs of Allah’s greatness: alternation of night and day, sailing of ships, rain, winds, clouds.
· Allah’s mercy and power reach all creatures; He forgives, provides, guides, and protects.

Key Points
· Allah has the most beautiful names (Asma’ul Husna) and perfect attributes.
· He hears all voices, sees all things, knows what is hidden and open.
· His knowledge encompasses everything.
· His power and mercy cover all creatures.
· Nothing is like Allah: He is Self-Sufficient, All-Hearing, All-Seeing.
· His Kingdom never decreases, no matter how much He gives.
· Everything perishes except Allah.

Chapter 3: (Prophets of Allah)
Key Points
· Allah guides mankind through revelation (wahee) given to Prophets.
· Prophets and Messengers were chosen humans who brought Allah’s message.
· A Rasool is a messenger with a revealed law/book; a Nabee is a prophet without a new law.
· 25 Prophets are named in the Qur’an, but thousands were sent.
· All prophets had the same core message: worship Allah alone.
· Rejecting one prophet is rejecting them all.

Chapter 4: (Prophet Muhammad ﷺ – The Seal of All Prophets)
Key Points
· Prophet Muhammad ﷺ is the last prophet (Khaatam an-Nabiyeen).
· The Qur’an was revealed to him over 23 years.
· Islam was perfected with his message (Surat al-Maa’idah, 5:3).
· No prophet will come after him.
· The Qur’an is a universal, final, and preserved book.
· Prophet Muhammad ﷺ is a model for all Muslims.

Chapter 15: Surat ‘Abasa (He Frowned)
General Information:
· Revealed in Makkah, early in the Prophet’s mission.
· Consists of 42 verses.
· Named from the word ‘Abasa (“He frowned”).
Background Story:
· The Prophet (ﷺ) was speaking to influential leaders of Makkah to invite them to Islam.
· Abdullah ibn Umm Maktoom, a blind companion, asked for guidance about the Qur’an.
· The Prophet (ﷺ) frowned and turned away, focusing on the leaders instead.
· Allah reproved the Prophet in the first 10 verses of this Surah.
· Later, the Prophet (ﷺ) greeted Ibn Umm Maktoom humbly:
“Welcome to him regarding whom my Lord has rebuked me.”
Division of the Surah:
1. Verses 1-10: Reproof of the Prophet (ﷺ) concerning Ibn Umm Maktoom.
2. Verses 11-16: The Qur’an is a reminder for those who wish to be reminded.
3. Verses 17-32: Warning to arrogant humans who reject the truth despite Allah’s bounties.
4. Verses 32-42: Description of the Day of Resurrection and the fate of righteous vs. wicked.
Key Verses/Concepts:
· Allah reminds that attention should be given to the eager seeker of knowledge, not only the self-sufficient.
· Human creation: from a drop of sperm, then made easy to live on earth.
· Allah’s blessings: food, water, plants, fruits, pastures, animals.
· Day of Resurrection: people forget family due to worry; faces will either shine (righteous) or be veiled in darkness (wicked).

Chapter 16: Keeping Promises
General Principle:
· Truthfulness and fulfilling promises are essential in Islam.
· Allah says:
“O you who believe, fulfill all your obligations.” (Surat al-Maa’idah 5:1)
· Keeping promises includes covenants, vows, and oaths.
Key Points from the Qur’an:
· “Be true to your bond with Allah whenever you make a pledge.” (Surat an-Nahl 16:91)
· Allah never fails His promises. (Surat Aal ‘Imraan 3:9)
Prophet’s Teachings:
· Liars are not accepted as true believers.
· Hypocrites have four key characteristics:
1. Betraying trust
2. Lying
3. Breaking covenants
4. Using foul language in quarrels
· Even if someone betrays you, return what they entrusted to you.
Benefits of Keeping Promises:
· Builds responsibility and trustworthiness.
· Shows maturity beyond age.
· Encourages respect from parents and others.
· Strengthens character and personality.
