1. Allah-Consciousness / Heedfulness of Allah (Taqwaa)
Key Points
· Taqwaa: Awareness of Allah’s knowledge and a desire to act according to it; guarding oneself from evil.
· Positive aspect: Not just fear, but carefulness and piety in duties.
· E.W. Lane’s definition: “He preserved or guarded himself exceedingly, or extraordinarily, from sin; pious or careful of his religious duties.”
· Having Taqwaa of Allah: Protecting oneself from Allah’s displeasure by obeying Him and avoiding prohibited acts.
· Complete Taqwaa: Performing all obligatory deeds, avoiding sins, and refraining from doubtful matters.
Taqwaa and Satan
· Satan tempts humans, but cannot control those with Taqwaa.
· Taqwaa acts as a spiritual light to distinguish right from wrong.
· Umar ibn al-Khattaab’s example: Avoiding thorns on a path = practicing Taqwaa.
Taqwaa in Action
· Example: Abu Hurayrah narrates the Prophet ﷺ teaching honesty in trade.
· Taqwaa is a state of mind, visible through careful and pious behavior.

2. The Believers (Soorat al-Mu’minoon 23: 1-11)
Key Points
· Focus of the Soorah: True faith, evidence of Allah’s existence, man’s responsibility to Allah.
· Falaah (Success): Prosperity and well-being; achieved through belief and obedience.
· Seven Attributes of a True Believer:
1. Humbles in prayer (Khushoo’): Submissive, focused, and reverent.
2. Turns away from all that is senseless (Laghw): Avoids futile, irrelevant actions and speech.
3. Active in Az-Zakaat: Charity and purification of wealth.
4. Guards their chastity: Avoids unlawful sexual relations.
5. Faithful to trusts and promises (Amaanah & Ahad): Honest and reliable.
6. Keeps promises: Fulfills obligations to Allah, self, and society.
7. Strictly guards prayers: Performs all five daily prayers regularly and on time.

3. Shame, Modesty, or Hayaa'
p. 14 – p. 16 
Key Points
· Hayaa': Shame, modesty, shyness; restrains a person from committing evil.
· Importance: Protects purity and dignity; part of faith (a branch of Eemaan).
· Prophets’ Modesty: All prophets, including Musa ﷺ and Muhammad ﷺ, were models of hayaa’.
· Human and Angel Awareness: Believers are mindful that angels witness their deeds.
· Dignity (Self-Respect): Natural right of every individual; believers avoid publicizing sins.
Examples of Hayaa'
· Refraining from obscene actions, literature, speech, and entertainment.
· Feeling ashamed of sins even when alone, and seeking forgiveness.
