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Islamic Studies Cheat Sheet – Grade 5

1. Tawheed (Oneness of Allah)
Key Points:
· Tawheed = Allah is One, Supreme, has no partner.
· Allah = Only Creator, Provider, Sustainer.
· Shirk = the worst sin.
· Prophets = humans; miracles = only by Allah’s command.
· Tawheed is the key to Paradise; “teeth” = Shahadah, Salah, Zakah, Sawm, Hajj.
Remember: Allah is the only One to worship.

2. Ar-Risaalah (Message of Prophethood)
Key Points:
· Ar-Risaalah = Allah’s message to guide us.
· Prophets receive Wahy (revelation) from Allah.
· 25 prophets are named in the Qur’an.
· Main books: Tawrah, Zaboor, Injeel, Qur’an.
· Prophet Muhammad ﷺ = last prophet, Seal of the Prophets.
Fun Tip: Imagine prophets like messenger superheroes bringing guidance! 

3. Al-Akhira (Life after Death)
Key Points:
· Life & death = Allah’s test.
· 3 parts of life: This world → Barzakh (grave) → Eternal afterlife.
· Judgement day = rewards or punishment.
· 5 questions: life, youth, wealth, knowledge.
· Paradise = reward; Hell = punishment.
Remember: Life is temporary; the afterlife is forever! 

4. Surat Al-Qadr (Laylat al-Qadr – Night of Decree)
Key Points:
· Qur’an revealed on this special night.
· Last 10 nights of Ramadan (odd nights).
· Better than 1000 months!
· Angels bring blessings & mercy.
· Pray with faith = forgiven.
Fun Fact: One night of worship = more valuable than 83 years of ordinary life! 

5. Prophet Muhammad ﷺ – Omar ibn al-Khattab (RA)
Key Points:
· Prophet ﷺ prayed for Abu Jahl or Omar to accept Islam.
· Omar RA = strong, brave, called Al-Farooq (truth finder).
· His conversion strengthened Muslims.
· Before Islam: opposed Muslims; after: became one of the greatest companions.
· Omar’s acceptance = turning point in Islamic history.
Think: Omar’s courage = a game-changing power-up for the early Muslim community! 

Revision Tips:
· Memorize key words: Tawheed, Shirk, Ar-Risaalah, Wahy, Laylat al-Qadr.
· Learn at least 5 prophets’ names.
· Revise 5 Day of Judgement questions.
· Be ready to explain why Tawheed is the most important belief.
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
