Q1: How does the rotation of Earth affect different time zones?
The Earth rotates, or spins, on its axis once every 24 hours. As it turns, different parts of the Earth face the Sun while others face away from it. The side facing the Sun has daytime, and the side turned away has nighttime.
Because the Earth is round and rotating, people in different parts of the world experience day and night at different times. To keep track of this, the world is divided into 24 time zones, each one representing one hour of the day.
For example, when it is daytime in Asia, it might be nighttime in North America. This system helps people everywhere know the correct local time based on where they live. 

Q2: What is the surface of the Earth?
The surface of the Earth is the outermost layer where all living things exist. It includes landforms such as mountains, plains, valleys, deserts, and plateaus, as well as bodies of water like oceans, seas, rivers, and lakes. 
About 70% of Earth’s surface is covered by water, and 30% is land. The surface is constantly changing due to natural forces like wind, rain, volcanoes, and earthquakes. These forces shape and reshape the land over time.
This surface provides homes for people, animals, and plants, making it one of the most important parts of our planet.
