*Metaphor: A metaphor is a figure of speech that compares two things without using the words "like" or "as." Instead, it directly states that one thing is another. It helps to create a strong, vivid image.
Example: The classroom was a zoo. (This means the classroom was very noisy and chaotic, like a zoo, but it’s not literally a zoo.  


*Simile: A simile is a figure of speech that compares two things using the words "like" or "as." It makes the comparison more clear and direct.
Example: Her smile was as bright as the sun. (This means her smile was very bright, comparing it to the sun using "as."
