Adjectives, Comparatives, and Superlatives : 
🟡 What are Adjectives?
Adjectives are describing words!
They tell us more about a noun (a person, place, thing, or animal).
👉 Examples:
· The blue sky. ☁️
· The happy dog. 🐶
· The tall building. 🏢
🧠 Adjectives answer questions like:
· What kind? (happy, funny, tall)
· How many? (three, several)
· Which one? (this, that)

🟢 Comparative Adjectives
We use comparatives to compare two things.
They often end with -er or use more before the adjective.
👉 Examples:
· My bag is heavier than yours. 🎒
· This movie is more interesting than that one. 🎬
🧩 Rules:
· For short words: add -er → small → smaller
· For long words: use more → beautiful → more beautiful

🔵 Superlative Adjectives
We use superlatives to compare three or more things.
They often end with -est or use most before the adjective.
👉 Examples:
· Today is the coldest day of the year. ❄️
· She is the most talented dancer in the group. 💃
🧩 Rules:
· For short words: add -est → tall → tallest
· For long words: use most → interesting → most interesting
