*What Are Adjectives?
An adjective is a word that describes a noun (person, place, or thing). Adjectives help to give more details about a noun by telling you what kind, how many, or which one.
For example:
· Big dog (describes size)
· Three apples (describes number)
· Blue sky (describes color) 
*Comparative adjectives are used to compare two things. We often add -er to short adjectives (one syllable) or use the word more for longer adjectives (two or more syllables).
For example:
· Taller (Tom is taller than Sam.)
· More beautiful (This painting is more beautiful than that one.)
*Superlative adjectives are used to compare three or more things and show the extreme or highest degree of something. We often add -est to short adjectives or use the word most for longer adjectives.
For example:
· Tallest (Tom is the tallest in the class.)  




· Most beautiful (This is the most beautiful painting of all.)
