Research Project: Exploring Vegetation Regions of the World
Objective:
Students will research and present information about different vegetation regions around the world, focusing on the climate, plant life, and animals that live in each region. They will also explore how human activities impact these regions.

Project Guidelines:
1. Choose a Vegetation Region:
Students will select one of the following vegetation regions to research:
· Tropical Rainforest
· Desert
· Savanna
· Temperate Forest
· Tundra
· Boreal Forest (Taiga)
· Mediterranean
(Note: Students may be assigned specific regions or allowed to choose their own.)
2. Research Areas:

· Human Impact:
How do humans affect this region? Are there issues like deforestation, pollution, or climate change affecting plant and animal life?
· Interesting Facts:
What makes this vegetation region unique? Are there any famous examples of the region (like the Amazon Rainforest or the Sahara Desert)?
3. Create a Presentation:
After gathering their research, students will create a presentation. This could be in the form of:
· Poster: A colorful, informative poster that includes pictures, maps, and key facts.
· PowerPoint/Google Slides: A digital presentation that students can share with the class.
· Report: A written report that summarizes their findings, which can be shared as a handout.
4. Presentation to the Class:
