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8th grade Social Studies. Project Title: “Climate Challenges and Our Future”: 

 Objective:

Students will explore the major climate challenges facing our world today (global warming, pollution, and extreme weather). They will analyze causes and effects, then propose creative solutions to build a sustainable future.

 Project Steps:

Research Phase (Individual or Group Work)

Each student (or group) chooses one major challenge:

1- Global Warming

2- Pollution (air, water, land, plastic)

3- Extreme Weather (hurricanes, droughts, floods, heatwaves)

Research: causes, current impacts, and possible future consequences if no action is taken.

Creative Presentation Phase: 
Students will present their findings and solutions in a creative format of their choice, such as:

Comic Book / Storyboard: Create a “future story” showing what happens if humans ignore vs. act on the problem.
 




Mini Documentary (video or slideshow): Use visuals, interviews, or voiceovers to explain the challenge and solutions.

Future Newspaper (Year 2050 Edition): Write headlines, articles, and ads showing how humanity solved (or failed to solve) the crisis.

3D Model / Poster: Build or draw a model of a “Green City of the Future” that solves the problem (solar houses, zero-waste systems, green transport, etc.).

Propose Solutions: 

Each group must include at least 3 innovative solutions (ex: plant-based plastics, floating farms, renewable energy, community recycling systems).

Encourage imaginative but realistic ideas—they should be grounded in science but expressed creatively.

Class Presentation / Climate Expo 

Organize a “Climate Expo Day” where groups display or present their projects.

Students walk around like a real conference, asking questions about each project.










 Assessment Criteria (Rubric): 

Research Quality (30%) – accurate facts, clear explanation of causes/effects.

Creativity (30%) – originality of format (comic, model, newspaper, etc.).

Solutions (30%) – practicality and originality of proposed solutions.

Presentation (10%) – clarity, effort, and engagement.
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
