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6th grade Social Studies. Project Title: "One World, Many Maps!”: 

Objective: 

Students will explore how different types of maps (political, physical, climate) represent the same region in unique ways. They will analyze similarities and differences, and evaluate which maps are most useful for different purposes.

 Project Task: 

1. Choose a Region:
Each student (or group) picks one region/country (e.g., Egypt, Brazil, Canada, Japan). 

2. Collect/Draw Three Maps:
Political Map (borders, cities, capitals)
Physical Map (mountains, rivers, landforms)
Climate Map (temperature, rainfall, climate zones)

3. Create a “Map Comparison Board/Booklet”:
Students display the three maps side by side (hand-drawn, printed, or digital).
Under each map, they write a short description:
· What this map shows best.
· What is missing or less clear compared to other maps.   

4. Evaluation Section (Critical Thinking):
Students answer:
· Which map would be most useful for a traveler? 




· Which map would be most useful for a farmer?
· Which map would be most useful for a government?
· Which map do they find the most interesting, and why?

*Creative Twist:
Students can design the project as:
1-A fold-out poster with flaps for each map.
2-A lapbook with pockets holding different maps.
3-A 3D cube where each side shows a different map.
4-A digital slideshow with transitions between maps.
