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10th grade World History. Project: Rebuilding the First Civilizations: 
Objective 
Students will step into the shoes of ancient architects, leaders, and storytellers to rebuild one of the first civilizations (Mesopotamia, Indus Valley, Ancient Egypt, or Ancient China). They will research what made these civilizations flourish and then reconstruct their own version of it in a creative, modern way.
Instructions
1. Choose a Civilization
Mesopotamia
Indus Valley
Ancient Egypt
Ancient China
2. Research the Key Elements
1-Geography: rivers, natural resources, climate, and location.
2-Religion & Beliefs: gods, rituals, afterlife, cultural values.
3-Government & Laws: rulers, laws, leadership systems. 




Trade & Economy: agriculture, crafts, merchants, trade routes.
3. Rebuild Your Civilization: 

        Imagine you are bringing this civilization back to life in today’s       world.
Create a visual representation: poster, 3D models, digital slideshow, or illustrated booklet.
Show how geography influenced development (ex: river valleys, fertile land).
Recreate a temple, city layout, or trade system.
Design a “Modernized” version of your civilization (e.g., “What if Ancient Egypt existed today?”).
4. Creative Twist
Write a story/journal entry from the perspective of a citizen living there.
Design an artifact (e.g., a tablet, map, or scroll) with symbols from that civilization.
Include at least 1 interactive element (game, skit, comic strip, or digital media).

· Research Report (2–3 pages) summarizing findings.
· Creative Reconstruction Project (poster/model/digital/interactive).
· Reflection Paragraph explaining what made this civilization successful and why it matters today.
