1. Surat Al-Qadr
Main Ideas
· Surat Al-Qadr explains the greatness of Laylat al-Qadr (The Night of Decree).
· The Qur’an was sent down on this blessed night.
· This night is better than 1000 months.
· Angels and Angel Jibreel descend with Allah’s decrees.
· The night is full of peace until dawn.
· Laylat al-Qadr happens during the last 10 nights of Ramadan, on odd nights (21, 23, 25, 27, 29).
· The Prophet ﷺ used to perform I’tikaf, pray, recite Qur’an, and seek the night.
Vocabulary
· Laylat al-Qadr: The Night of Decree.
· I’tikaf: Staying in the masjid to worship.
· Ruh: Angel Jibreel (عليه السلام).
Important Points
· Qur’an was sent from Al-Lawh Al-Mahfooz to Bayt Al-’Izzah (lowest heaven), then revealed over 23 years.
· Good deeds on this night are better than deeds for 1000 months.
· Whoever prays on this night out of faith and expecting reward, his past sins are forgiven.

2. Story of Omar ibn Al-Khattab’s (رضي الله عنه) Acceptance of Islam
Main Ideas
· Omar was strong, brave, and originally a fierce enemy of Islam.
· The Prophet ﷺ made du’aa for Allah to strengthen Islam with either Amr ibn Hisham or Omar.
· Omar converted a few months after Hamzah (رضي الله عنه).
· He was called Al-Farooq—the one who distinguishes truth from falsehood.
· He intended to kill the Prophet ﷺ before becoming Muslim.
· He heard Surat Ta-Ha at his sister’s house → his heart changed.
· He washed before touching the Qur’an.
· He declared his Islam at Dar Al-Arqam.
· His Islam strengthened the Muslims greatly.

3. The Boycott of Banu Hashim and Banu Al-Muttalib
Main Ideas
· Quraysh wanted the Prophet ﷺ handed over so they could kill him.
· They decided to boycott Banu Hashim and Banu Al-Muttalib.
· They wrote the agreement and hung it in the Ka'bah.
· No trading, marrying, visiting, talking or helping them.
· Muslims and their protectors stayed in the Shi'b of Abu Talib.
· Conditions were extremely difficult:
· no food
· prices increased
· ate leaves and roasted hides
· children cried from hunger
· Lasted 3 years.
· The document was eaten by white ants, except the name of Allah.
· Boycott ended in Year 10 of Prophethood.

4. Story of Prophet Ayyub (أيوب عليه السلام)
Main Ideas
· Descendant of Prophet Ibrahim (عليه السلام).
· Sent to the people of Huron to teach Tawheed.
· He was very wealthy and blessed.
· Allah tested him by taking away:
· wealth
· children
· health
· His wife stayed with him with patience and loyalty.
· Only his heart and tongue remained healthy.
· Ayyub continued to thank and remember Allah.
· After many years, Ayyub made du’aa:
"Great harm has afflicted me, and You are the Most Merciful."
· Allah told him to strike the ground → a spring appeared.
· He bathed and drank → was cured.
· Allah returned and doubled his blessings.

5. Ammar ibn Yassir
· Ammar ibn Yassir (رضي الله عنه) was one of the earliest people to accept Islam.
· His parents, Yasir and Sumayyah, were among the first Muslim families and suffered greatly for their faith.
· Sumayyah (رضي الله عنها) became the first martyr in Islam, showing the strength of their family’s belief.
· Ammar was tortured by the Quraysh, but his heart remained full of faith and love for Allah and His Messenger.
· Prophet Muhammad (ﷺ) always supported Ammar and once said, “Ammar is filled with faith from head to toe.”
· Ammar later became a respected companion who fought bravely alongside the Prophet (ﷺ) in many battles.
· His life teaches Muslims to stay patient, truthful, and faithful even during hardship and pressure.
6. Kindness to Parents
· Showing kindness to parents (Birr al-Walidayn) is one of the most important duties in Islam.
· Allah mentions kindness to parents right after worshipping Him, showing how important it is.
· Muslims must speak politely, avoid arguing, and never show disrespect— even through facial expressions.
· Kindness includes helping parents with daily tasks, listening to their advice, and making them feel valued.
· The Prophet Muhammad (ﷺ) said:
· “Paradise lies under the feet of mothers,” showing the great status of mothers.
· When asked which good deed is best, he said, “Prayer on time,” then “Kindness to parents.”
· Children should pray for their parents, both when they are alive and after they pass away.
· Islam teaches that even if parents become old or difficult, Muslims must remain patient and respectful.
7. The Friday Prayer (Salat al-Jumu’ah)
· The Friday Prayer is a blessed weekly prayer performed in congregation at the mosque.
· It replaces the Dhuhr prayer and consists of two rak‘ahs, but it begins with a two-part khutbah (sermon).
· The khutbah teaches Muslims about faith, good behavior, community matters, and important reminders.
· It is obligatory for adult Muslim men and recommended for women who wish to attend.
· Muslims should prepare for Jumu’ah by:
· Taking a shower (ghusl)
· Wearing clean clothes
· Going early to the mosque
· Listening quietly during the khutbah
· Talking, using the phone, or being distracted during the khutbah is not allowed.
· Attending Jumu’ah strengthens community bonds and helps Muslims spiritually recharge for the week.
· The Prophet (ﷺ) said that on Friday there is a special hour when du‘a is accepted, so Muslims should make extra prayers.
8. Surat Alkaafiroon (the Disbelievers) 
Meaning of the Surah (Simple)
· The Prophet ﷺ was asked by Quraysh to mix worship:
“You worship our gods for a year, and we worship Allah for a year.”
· Allah revealed this Surah to say NO.
· Muslims worship only Allah, and others follow their own religion.

Main Lessons
1. No compromise in faith – we worship Allah alone.
2. Respectful separation – “You have your religion and I have mine.”
3. Stay firm even when pressured.
