1. Fasting (Sawm)
Definition
· To stop eating, drinking, and other actions from dawn to sunset with the intention of worshipping Allah.
When it became obligatory
· In the 2nd year of Hijrah.
Who must fast?
· Muslim
· Sane
· Healthy
· Reached puberty
Who is excused completely?
· Very old and permanently ill
➡They feed a poor person for each missed day.
Who may delay fasting?
· Sick (temporary illness)
· Travellers
➡ Must make up the days later.
Virtues
· Gate of Paradise called Ar-Rayyan.
· Fasting protects from Hellfire.
· Two joys: breaking fast & meeting Allah.
· Allah rewards fasting specially.
· Sins forgiven for those who fast with faith.

2. Zakah
Meaning
· Linguistic: purity & growth
· Islamic: giving a fixed amount of wealth to those who deserve it.
Importance
· 3rd pillar of Islam
· Purifies the heart and wealth
· Helps society and spreads mercy
Nisaab
· Gold: 85 g
· Silver: 595 g
· One full lunar year must pass on the wealth.
Who receives Zakah? (8 groups)
1. Poor
2. Needy
3. Zakah workers
4. Those whose hearts are to be inclined
5. Slaves
6. Debtors
7. In the path of Allah
8. Stranded travellers

3. Good Moral Character (Akhlaq)
Meaning
· Good manners, behavior, attitude, and how we treat people.
Importance
· Prophet ﷺ: “The best believers are those with the best character.”
· He was sent to perfect good character.
Examples
· Smiling
· Respecting parents
· Speaking kindly
· Helping others
· Being honest
· Keeping promises

4. Perfecting Our Character
How Muslims perfect their behavior:
· Following the example of the Prophet ﷺ
· Being patient and forgiving
· Controlling anger
· Speaking only good
· Treating others gently
· Making du‘aa for good manners
· Training ourselves to avoid bad habits
Results of good character:
· Loved by Allah
· Loved by people
· Makes life easier
· Reward on the Day of Judgment

5. Thankfulness (Shukr)
Meaning
· To recognize Allah’s blessings and use them in a good way.
How to show thankfulness
· Saying Alhamdulillah
· Obeying Allah
· Helping others
· Not complaining
· Appreciating parents and teachers
Benefits
· Allah increases blessings:
“If you are grateful, I will increase you.”

 6. Surah Ash-Shams (الشمس)
Main themes
· Allah swears by many creations: the sun, the moon, the day, and the night.
· Allah teaches that He guided the soul to know right and wrong.
· The successful person is the one who purifies their soul.
· The loser is the one who corrupts their soul.
· Story of the people of Thamud who disobeyed and were punished.
Lessons
· Purify your heart
· Obey Allah
· Choose good over evil
· Pride leads to destruction
7. Surah Al-Layl (The Night)
Surah Al-Layl ] discusses the fundamental Islamic concept of striving and how people's different actions lead to different ultimate destinations.
A. Key Concepts and Themes
	Verse Focus
	Key Idea
	Significance

	Verses 1-4
	Allah swears by creation. (The night, the day, the creation of male and female.)
	These oaths emphasize that just as the night and day are different, the striving of mankind is also different.

	Verses 5-7
	The Good Striver (The Giver)
	This person is generous, God-fearing (has Taqwa), and believes in the best reward (Al-Husna - Paradise).

	Verses 8-11
	The Bad Striver (The Miser)
	This person is stingy, self-sufficient, and denies the best reward.

	Verses 12-13
	Guidance Belongs to Allah
	Allah is responsible for guiding people, and to Him belongs the Hereafter and this world.

	Verses 14-16
	Warning about the Raging Fire
	The Fire is prepared for the miserly wretch who denies the truth.

	Verses 17-21
	The Fate of the Righteous
	The righteous person (who spends their wealth purely for Allah's sake, like freeing a slave) will be saved and will receive their full reward from Allah.
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B. Core Contrast: The Two Types of Striving
The central message of Surah Al-Layl is the clear difference between two paths:
	The Path of Goodness (The Generous)
	The Path of Evil (The Miserly)

	Gives from his wealth.
	Is stingy and withholds his wealth.

	Has Taqwa (consciousness of Allah).
	Thinks he is self-sufficient (doesn't need Allah).

	Believes in Al-Husna (the ultimate good/Paradise).
	Denies Al-Husna (the truth of the reward).

	Outcome: Allah will ease their way to ease (Paradise).
	Outcome: Allah will ease their way to difficulty (Hellfire).


· This Surah teaches that every action counts and that our intention behind giving (purely for Allah or to show off) determines its value.
· The easiest path is not always the best one; the generous path leads to ease in the Hereafter.
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
