Culture
All people have the same basic needs, such as food, clothing, and shelter, but different cultures respond to these needs in different ways. A culture is the set of beliefs, customs, practices, and behaviors of a particular nation or group of people. Culture includes the ways people live, their traditions, celebrations, and how they interact with one another.
Cultural Traits
Cultural traits are the features that make up a culture, including language, laws, religion, values, food, clothing, music, art, and other customs. Children learn these traits from parents, elders, teachers, media, and organizations they belong to. Norms are shared behaviors considered normal within a society. Culture can evolve over time; for instance, communication, technology, and fashion often change how people live.
Culture and Geography
People influence their environment by meeting basic needs for food, clothing, and shelter. Different cultures use land differently—they grow crops suited to their climate, design houses according to weather, and construct settlements to fit the terrain. Geography can also shape culture, as people adapt to new climates, landscapes, and resources. Migration can result in cultural blending, while isolated regions often develop unique cultural traits.
A culture region is an area where a single culture or cultural trait dominates. Examples include Japan, where language, food, and customs are shared, or the Arab world, where Islam and the Arabic language unify several countries. Culture regions do not always align with political boundaries and may include multiple countries or just part of a country.
Language
Language is essential for communication and passing cultural knowledge from one generation to the next. It includes spoken sounds, written symbols, and gestures. Language differences can separate cultural groups within the same country or between nations. People who speak different languages may use a third language to communicate. Similar languages are grouped into language 
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families, which share a common ancestor. Examples of language groups include the Romance languages (Spanish, French, Italian) derived from Latin.
Religion
Religion shapes culture by influencing beliefs, moral codes, ethics, and daily practices. It can answer questions about life and guide behavior. Religions vary in the number of gods worshiped and in rituals performed. Religious buildings include churches (Christianity), synagogues (Judaism), mosques (Islam), and temples (Hinduism and Buddhism). Religious holidays and rituals are observed, and clergy lead worship and perform ceremonies.
Major religions include:
Christianity: Based on the teachings of Jesus and the Bible; over 2 billion followers worldwide.
Islam: Based on the Quran and the teachings of Muhammad; nearly 2 billion followers.
Hinduism: Focuses on cycles of birth, death, and rebirth; over 1 billion followers in India.
Buddhism: Centers on Siddhartha Gautama (the Buddha) and enlightenment; about 500 million followers.
Sikhism: Based on teachings of multiple gurus; about 24 million followers.
Judaism: Based on belief in one God and the Hebrew Bible; about 14 million followers.
Traditional Religions: Often orally transmitted; found in Africa, South America, Southeast Asia, and Pacific islands.






The Arts
Art reflects and shapes culture, addressing social issues, history, and universal human experiences. It includes visual arts, architecture, literature, and music. Visual arts (painting, sculpture, photography) convey emotions, spiritual beliefs, and historical information. Architecture shows cultural values, technological skills, and use of materials. Literature (fiction, poetry, drama) conveys societal themes and preserves historical knowledge. Music, whether secular or sacred, expresses emotions, cultural identity, and religious devotion.
Cultural Diffusion
Cultural diffusion is the spread of ideas, beliefs, technologies, language, and customs from one society to another. It occurs through trade, migration, conquest, and technology. Examples include the spread of Buddhism from India to East Asia, and Western culture spreading globally through movies, music, and social media.
Science and Technology
Science is the systematic study of the natural world through observation, experimentation, and analysis. Examples include physics, chemistry, biology, and astronomy. Technology is the practical application of scientific knowledge, creating tools, machines, and systems to solve problems. Science and technology work together: scientific discoveries inspire new technologies, and technology allows for advanced scientific research. Examples include airplanes (physics) and computers (technology) enabling research and communication.
Economic Basics
Economics studies how people produce, distribute, and consume goods and services. Daily activities, like buying food or wearing clothes, involve economic interactions. Economics examines the effects of production, resource use, transport, waste, and environmental impact, including greenhouse gas emissions.
Economic systems differ in organization: traditional systems rely on customs, planned systems are controlled by governments, pure market systems are run by private individuals, and mixed systems combine government and private enterprise. Wealth can be increased through work, ownership, and investment.
Economies answer three basic questions: what goods and services to produce, how to produce them, and who consumes them. Goods are physical items, while services involve tasks provided for others. Factors of production include land 


(natural resources), labor (human work), and capital (money, machinery, buildings). Efficient use of resources and capital can increase production.
Making Choices and Scarcity
Scarcity occurs because resources are limited while wants are unlimited. Making choices involves opportunity cost, the value of what is given up. Supply and demand determine prices: high demand can increase prices, encouraging more production, while high supply can lower prices. Marginal cost, the cost of producing one additional unit, sets minimum prices for producers.
Producers, Consumers, and Incentives
Producers create goods and services to meet consumer demand and earn profit. Consumers seek value and lower prices. Incentives drive both production and consumption, motivating businesses to offer better products and services. Economic incentives encourage efficiency, innovation, and competition.

Answer: An economic incentive is something that encourages people to act in a certain way, such as making money or saving money.

Answer: A change in price can affect supply and demand of related goods. For example, if the price of wheat rises, bread prices may increase because wheat is an ingredient.
North American Indian Culture Regions : 
Introduction
This lesson explains how the first people reached North America, how the environment shaped Native cultures, and how different cultural regions adapted to their surroundings.
How Did the First People Reach North America 

Most historians and archaeologists believe that the first people reached North America during the last Ice Age. A land bridge called Beringia connected Asia and North America when sea levels were lower. Small groups of hunter-gatherers followed large animals across this land bridge into the Americas. Over thousands of years, they spread throughout North and South America, forming diverse cultures.  




Migration to the Americas

As the climate warmed, the land bridge disappeared, but the early peoples had already moved south and east into new regions. They settled in different environments, such as forests, deserts, plains, and icy regions. Their cultures changed over time as they adapted to local resources, animals, and climates.
How Environment Is Connected to Culture

Environment affects every part of a culture. Climate, landforms, and available resources shape food, clothing, housing, tools, and social organization. For example, a cold environment requires warm clothing, while a desert environment leads to light clothing and water-saving 
practices. Native American cultures developed traditions, technologies, and lifestyles based on the environment around them.  
Regional Cultures in North America and How They Adapted
Native cultures in North America were divided into several major regions. Each group developed its way of life based on its surroundings.
Northern Cultures: Arctic Cultures

Arctic peoples, such as the Inuit, lived in extremely cold environments with long winters and limited plant life. They relied heavily on hunting sea mammals like seals, whales, and walruses. They built shelters from ice (igloos) in winter and used animal skins for portable tents in summer. Clothing was made from thick fur to survive freezing temperatures. Their tools were made from bone, ivory, and stone because wood was scarce.  






Northern Cultures: Subarctic Cultures

Subarctic peoples lived in dense forests and cold but more varied climates. They hunted caribou, moose, and smaller animals and fished in rivers and lakes. Housing was usually made from wood and animal hides, such as log or wooden-frame lodges. Snowshoes and birchbark canoes were important inventions that helped them travel across snowy ground and forested rivers. Their cultures were shaped by long winters, heavy forests, and limited farming.
Summary

The first people reached North America by migrating across the Bering land bridge. Over time, they spread across many environments, forming unique cultural regions. The environment strongly influenced Native American cultures, affecting how they lived, what they ate, what they wore, and the tools they created. Arctic and Subarctic cultures show how people adapted to some of the harshest climates on the continent.
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
