· Climate is the usual weather of a place over a long time.
· It tells us if a place is usually hot, cold, wet, or dry.
· Climate changes slowly, not day by day.
 Weather is day-to-day. Climate is long-term.

 
Part three: Types of Climate
· Hot Climate – Very warm most of the year (deserts).
· Cold Climate – Very cold with snow and ice (polar regions).
· Mild Climate – Not too hot or too cold.
· Wet Climate – Lots of rain.
· Dry Climate – Very little rain.
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 Part four: What Is Climate Change?
· Climate change means long-term changes in Earth’s climate.
· The Earth is getting warmer over time.
· This is called global warming.
