Prepositions and Prepositional Phrases (5th Grade)
What Is a Preposition? A preposition is a word that shows the relationship between a noun or pronoun and another word in the sentence. It often tells where, when, or how something happens.
Common prepositions include in, on, under, over, behind, besides, between, at, by, with, before, and after.
Example: The book is on the table.

What Is a Prepositional Phrase? A prepositional phrase includes: a preposition and the object of the preposition, which is a noun or pronoun.
Example: The book is on the table. The word on is the preposition, and the table is the object of the preposition.
 the table = object of the preposition
